
Ultra named Plant of the Year! 
 

Byrne Dairy recently received the Plant of the Year Award from Food & Beverage 
Packaging Magazine for the PET bottle line it installed at its Ultra Dairy, LLC ex-
tended shelf life facility in East Syracuse.  

 

The line, which can run up to 300 units a minute, was supplied by Sidel and includes 
components made in France, Italy, and the US. It is the first system of its kind in-
stalled in America. The major innovative feature of the line is its waterless bottle 
sterilization system, which saves tens of thousands of gallons of water per operating 
day, and significantly reduces the amount of chemicals and heat needed, compared 
to similar plastic bottling lines.  

 

The PET bottles produced on the line provide several advantages for the customer. 
The caps are resealable, and there is no difficult-to-open foil seal inside the cap of 
the milk bottles. The extended shelf life of the product of up to 120 days provides 

adequate time for the bottles to be distrib-
uted widely. The PET material used in the 
bottles is easily recyclable.  

 

The installation of this line within our facil-
ity has been very well received by Byrne 
Dairy customers and we continue to stead-
ily gain customers looking for the capabili-
ties of this line.  Customers and consumers 
enjoy the easy to open and easy to drink 
single serve products  that this line pro-
vides. The line also allows the company to 
be more “green” which supports the Com-
pany’s increased interest in  sustainability 
initiatives.
